Index Number 25049 appears on Mosgrove and Glen Richey & Wallaceton quads.  Both numbers are legitimate. 


There are problems with Index Number 27691 and 27692 on the Murdock as well as other quads.


Index number 27259 is duplicated on the Templeton Quad and the Uniontown Quad for different permits


Whitesburg coverage EA – While all polygons appear to be digitized not all regions are built.

There may exist records in the database for which no polygon exists.  This is because plotting of mylars and additions to the database exceed the rate of digitization.  Please check the Distribution.xls or Distribution.dbf file for the date the digitized polygons are up to.  Again, newer polygons may not yet be digitized.

Index numbers are generally missing in the attributes of the “mines” point coverages (i.e. mines represented only by points for entrance portals).  Index number fields are occasionally blank in the attribute tables of various polygon coverages as well.

In 1999, an attempt was made to add new mines directly to the GIS data without adding them to the original mylar system.  Obviously, this resulted in some mines being present in digital format, but not shown on the mylars.  However, in some cases, the GIS coverages were either corrupted or edited erroneously.  Therefore, a few mines are now missing from both the mylars and the GIS.  The resulting gap in the system is in addition to the usual reasons for mines not being catalogued (not receiving some permits from DMOs, human error, etc.)  Any new mines added to the system after 1998 and before 2003 will not appear in the original card file, as their permit info was added exclusively to the database (spreadsheet).  Starting in 2001, new mines were again added to both the mylars and the GIS data.  Starting in 2003, new mines were again added to the original card files in addition to the mylars.
